Support sustainable development that includes improved 
protection of ecosystems.

- Monitor the effectiveness of Agenda 21 strategies, ascertaining 
that economic and environmental issues are in balance.

- Continue, extend or begin recycling anything possible. Monitor waste 
management in your area and lobby for changes where necessary.

- Research changing weather patterns and its effects on plants and 
animals. Use this information for lobbying and as a contribution 
to investigation into global warming.

Increase fair distribution of food resources to those in need.
- Initiate projects which encourage local growing and trading.
- Work with projects which supply food among those in need.
- Support programmes which enable people to grow their own food, 

e.g. supplying seeds and tools. 

International Goodwill and Understanding
Enhance respect for all cultures and halt all forms of discrimination 
through increased tolerance and mutual understanding.*

- Make friendship links across the Federation to learn about each 
others cultures and environment.

- Monitor your government’s response to the Convention to End 
Discrimination Against Women (CEDAW) and the Convention on 
the Rights of the Child (CRC).

- Hold events which celebrate the different cultures in your community.

Advocate for women’s participation in the peace process, to include 
reconciliation, reconstruction and the humane resettlement of refugees.

- Work for the implementation of UN Security Council Resolution 
1325, 2000. Lobby where it is evident that women are excluded 
or treated as tokens in the process.

- Form partnerships with other organisations who are working on 
the same issues, e.g. UNIFEM and the Refugee Council. 

- Contribute, in any way possible, to work with refugees.
- Support peace initiatives by marking UN Peace Day, September 21st.

Advocate for the banning of landmines, the clearance of residual 
ordnance and rehabilitation of the land.

- Promote and lobby for the full implementation of the Ottawa Treaty.
- Lobby for the banning of cluster bombs. 
- Continue to press governments and other agencies to fund the 

clearance of landmines, cluster bombs and residual ordnance of war.
- Work for the rehabilitation of landmine victims.
